RESPECT FOR BIRTHPARENTS  CONSIDERING A PLAN OF ADOPTION
Birthparents who decide on a making a plan of adoption do so out of love for their child and their desire to give their child life and a stable home with the physical, emotional and financial resources to meet their needs. You may have your own opinion about or experience with adoption and may or may not support their plan. Please remember that their life and life experiences may not be similar to your own, therefore their decision whatever it may be should be respected.

This is an emotionally difficult decision and time for birthparents regardless of the life they have led, up until today.  

Birthparents are often emotional and need support.   It can be difficult for hospital staff to see a birthparent in emotional pain. Sometimes they clearly show their emotions and other times they appear very strong.  It is important that either a hospital social worker or agency social worker meet with the birthparents to help them make sense of their emotions.   

Birthparents who are considering a plan of adoption retain their full parental rights until the rights are terminated in probate court. While in the hospital a birthparent has the same rights and access to their child as any other parent who gave birth.  They have the right to see, hold and feed their child or to decide that they don’t want to.   Birthparents have the right to make all decisions regarding medical care for their child.
